Who can apply? 
 
Any Eagle Scout who earned his Award in the Seneca Waterways Council, and meets the qualifications noted 
below.  Applicants may have earned their Award at any time prior to their request.  It is not limited to Scouts 
earning the Award in their senior year, but you must be a graduating senior to apply. 
 
In order to qualify, you must: 
 
1. Be currently registered with the Seneca Waterways Council, Boy Scouts of America. 
 
2. Be a graduating high school senior and an entering college freshman in the year you are applying for the 

scholarship.  Grants are awarded only to high school seniors graduating in the calendar year in which 
scholarships are presented.  

 
3. Have an SAT score of at least 1090 and/or ACT score of 26.  You must take the SAT or ACT in time to 

submit the results with the application. 
 
4. Have demonstrated leadership ability in Scouting and a strong participation in extracurricular activities. 
 
5. Possess a financial need. 
 
6. Have the endorsement of a volunteer or professional Scout leader who knows you personally. 
 
7. Application must be submitted by the 1st of April.
