Boy Scout Merit Badge Process 

Responsibilities of the Boy Scout, Scoutmaster and Merit Badge Counselor 
 

Boy Scout Scoutmaster Merit Badge Counselor 
Obtains merit badge application (blue 

card). 

Looks at current merit badge list for a 

registered counselor for the badge he 

wants to earn. 

Completes merit badge application and 

Scoutmaster signs on front. 

Contacts the merit badge counselor for 

an appointment. 

• Ensures Scout has the name of counselor 

from the Council List. 

• Ensures Scout has completed card and the 

counselor's name is printed on the back. 

• Signs back of card after it is signed by the 

counselor. 

• Forwards the card to the advancement 

chairperson. 

• Scoutmaster can sign Merit Badges for 

Hiking/Camping/Backpacking/Cooking 

• Ensures s/he is on the council merit badge 

counselor list. 

• Ensures that an additional adult besides 

the counselor is present at counseling 

sessions. 

• Ensures Scout has completed card and 

obtained required signatures before 

starting merit badge. 

• Signs card after all requirements are 

satisfied.
